European Humanities University (Minsk, Belarus)

(General Assembly resolution)

The General Assembly of the EUF/CE notes:

1. The European Humanities University (EHU) was, and still is, a member in good standing of the EUF/CE;

2. Because of the intervention of the Belarus Government to curb the academic freedom and academic development of the EHU, and without any fault on its part, the EHU was deprived of official university status within Belarus and, therefore, cannot — at the present time — accredit its own academic qualifications. At present, there is not in place a formal, recognized mechanism for accrediting EHU degrees.

The General Assembly of the EUF/CE agrees:

1. That the EHU shall, in view of its continuing academic quality, continue to have full membership status of the EUF/CE, pending its re-establishment as a university with degree awarding powers;

2. That the continuing membership of the EHU in the EUF/CE network shall be reviewed in the future meetings of the General Assembly in the light of the progress being made by the EHU in its re-establishment as a university with degree awarding powers;

3. That the General Assembly of the EUF/CE shall have the right, as a condition of the EHU continuing membership of EUF/CE, to have undertaken an audit of the EHU in relation to its progress in achieving recognized university status once more.
